BRENT’S PLACE RESIDENTS RECEIVE STARLIGHT WII FUN CENTER™

DENVER (October 5, 2009) – Pediatric cancer patients and their families staying at Brent’s Place in Aurora, Colo. will be smiling brighter and laughing a little more, thanks to a Starlight Wii Fun Center™  mobile entertainment unit sponsored through the partnership of Starlight Children’s Foundation™ and Qdoba Mexican Grill®. Designed to combat the anxiety and weariness faced by hospitalized children, the Fun Center includes a Wii™ system by Nintendo, a Sharp® AQUOS™ LCD TV, and a DVD player. It will be unveiled on Wednesday, October 7 at 4:30 p.m. in the multi-purpose room at Brent’s Place in Aurora.
The donation of the new mobile entertainment unit was made possible by a generous challenge from Starlight Fun Center manufacturer, Nintendo of America, which offered to match the number of Starlight Wii Fun Centers donated by Qdoba in 2009, up to six. Qdoba raised funds for an initial Fun Center for 
St. Anthony Summit Medical Center in Frisco, Colo., at a February event celebrating the grand opening of Qdoba’s first Summit County location located at 265 Dillon Ridge Road in Dillon, Colo. On grand opening day, guests at the new Qdoba were offered one free entrée and one free regular size drink in exchange for a donation to Starlight. Funds were also raised during a ribbon cutting ceremony and dinner for the Summit County Chamber of Commerce, and at a VIP party that featured a menu tasting and charity raffle. The initial sponsorship qualified for a match from Nintendo of America, and Brent’s Place was selected off of Starlight’s “wait list” of hospitals that have requested a Starlight Fun Center for their patients.

“The Fun Center is going to be a wonderful addition to Brent’s Place,” said Pam Thomas, family services and volunteer coordinator at Brent’s Place. “We have children and adults of all ages who will be able to take their mind off either their own treatment or their family member’s treatment, relax, and have fun.”
The ease with which Fun Centers roll right up to the side of young patients’ beds or anywhere in a hospital setting makes them perfect for hospitalized children in numerous situations: anticipating surgery, during long outpatient clinic treatments, waiting in the emergency room or fighting loneliness after visiting hours have ended. It is this versatility that has made the units an invaluable tool in Starlight’s programmatic efforts to counter the isolation and fear often experienced by sick children.
