Meet Amazing Andrina '

Meet Andrina MacDonald,
now 11, who has survived

i
phenomenal odds to become the articulate, sweet, smart,
and sociable young lady she is today!

Born 13 weeks early, Andrina weighed just 1.75 pounds.
As aresult of complications from her prematurity, she has
spasticity, necessitating weekly physical therapy.

Andrina had projectile vomiting until she was four years
old. Fortunately, she outgrew those eating problems, but
she continues to have a sensitive gag reflux. Andrina also
had bilateral urinary reflux whereby her urine backed up
into her kidneys because the tubes between her bladder
and her kidneys were too short. As a result, she took daily
antibiotics to prevent infection. Along the way, she
developed infections as her body became resistant to the
antibiotic or a new infection occurred, resulting in many
trips to the emergency room.

In October, Andrina had tendon-lengthening surgery, and
then had to wear full leg casts on both legs for six weeks,
followed by months of physical therapy. Five months earlier
she had a Baclofen pump implanted in her abdomen: a
catheter from the pump loops to her spine to deliver the
liquid Baclofen to relax her spastic muscles.

The MacDonald family has enjoyed many activities and
outings with Starlight over the years, from getting together
with other families at Starlight-sponsored events to
attending live theater productions at the Paramount.
